Our ñhome lakeò and most of the 

other lakes we will be fishing are shown here











Float Tube

ÅNOT fast

ÅBest way to 

explore hatches

Åthey are at eye 

level

KICK BOAT

Faster, with all advantages of a float tube



PONTOON  BOAT

ÅMore effort to keep 

track of emerging 

hatches

ÅCan more easily spot 

cursing fish

ÅCan double anchor

ÅOars give 

considerably more 

mobility



PRAM (or other small boat)

Without fins for 

subtle movement, 

you tend to move, 

then fish - not as 

effective for 

continuous fishing 

along a shoal or 

drop-off as a float 

tube, kickboat or 

pontoon boat. 

FAST but less 

stealthy, stand and 

cast or land a fish 

easily - effective 

double anchor



ñMOTOR BOATò

ÅCan really scare fish

ÅNOT stealthy

ÅGreat to quickly 

explore a larger lake, 

spot cruising fish, 

double anchor, cast 

and land fish. 

ÅDifficult to spot 

hatches or 

continually move 

and fish a shoal or 

drop-off



Depth Finders so an excellent job 

of showing bottom structures, weed 

growth, shoal, drop-off, and old 

stream beds

Often show fish but not always

Can view a 9 degree cone down 

and to the side. Not a complete 

view.

Mounts on all craft, tube to power 

boat



You donôt actually NEED a 

4 wheel drive vehicle to go 

fishing in British Columbia 

but many folks prefer the 

ability to get to some of the 

more out of the way lakes.

If you prefer you could 

spend the entire trip only 

going to lakes that are 

accessible by good quality 

roads.



The schedule for this 

years trip is from 

June 16 to June 25. 

The 16 and the 25 are 

the scheduled travel 

days with 8 days of 

fishing in between.

At this time of year 

we can see a variety 

of different hatches

Even though it is 

not something I should count on 

I would suggest having at least a 

few large dry caddis
